Please be sure to check the ski slope map, etc., as there are only minimal regulations and
signs indicating areas outside of managed areas and areas where entry is strictly prohibited.

Users should make every effort to wear safety equipment such as a helmet.

Users should make every effort to take out accident insurance or non-life insurance
in advance in case of an accident.

This ski resort cannot be held responsible for any accidents caused by disregarding or
disregarding this notice and the ski resort's rules of conduct set forth in Article 3.

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1 [Tree run zone)

Only those who agree to all of the following rules are allowed to use the zone.

1. The zone indicates a special area of self-responsibility and is subject to paid rescue as well as outside of
our ski resort management area.

No final patrol will be made after business hours, so please refrain from using the zone alone.

When merging onto the general course, please avoid danger by giving priority to skiers ahead of you

and stopping once if necessary.

4. Please understand that there are more hazards in the zone than on general slopes due to

“standing trees,” “terrain,” “snow conditions,” and other factors, please ski at your own risk.

The ski resort will not be held responsible for any injuries or accidents that occur in the zone.

0 [Search and Rescue costs)

When a person is in distress in out of bounds area and calls to rescue, the ski patrol will request

the police, fire department, or other relevant government agencies to rescue.

If the resort receives a request for assistance from the police, fire department, or other related government agencies,

it will cooperate with them in rescue activities, mainly through its patrol team.

In the event that rescue activities are carried out outside of the ski resort management area, tree run zone,

or out of bounds area, the resort will ask the rescuer and related person to pay the rescue costs determined by the resort.
